POINTED COLORS

SOLID POINTS  (basic point color)
BLUE POINT
Points: a deep blue.  Body:  bluish-white, cold in tone, shading gradually to white on chest and stomach.  Nose leather & paw pads: slate blue.

CHOCOLATE POINT
Points:  milk chocolate, warm in tone.  Body:  ivory  with no shading.  Nose leather & paw pads:  cinnamon pink.

CREAM POINT
Points:  pale cream to apricot.  Body:  an even, creamy white with shading, if any, in the same tone as the points.  Nose leather & paw pads:  flesh to coral pink.

LILAC POINT
Points:  frosty gray with pinkish tone.  Body:  glacial white, with shading, if any, in tone of points.  Nose leather & paw pads:  lavender pink.

RED POINT
Points:  deep orange-red.  Body:  clear white with shading, if any, in tone of points.  Nose leather & paw pads:  coral pink.  Red is a slowly developing color, often requiring two (2) years for full development of color intensity.

SEAL POINT
Points:  deep seal brown to black.  Body:  even pale fawn to cream, warm in tone, shading gradually into lighter in color on chest and stomach.  Nose leather & paw pads:  deep seal brown to black.

LYNX POINTS

The predominant color of the point markings shall be the same as the corresponding basic point color.


Body color shall be the same as that of the corresponding basic point color with shading, if any in the color of  the points.  Mask:  vertical stripes or letter "M" on forehead; horizontal stripes on cheeks, dark spots at base of whiskers; bridge of nose may have a shading of gray or fawn-gold.  Ears:  solid color, usually with a thumb mark of pale color on the back of each ear.  Nose leather:  may  be solid color, same as corresponding basic point color, or pink outlined with point color.  Paw pads:  color  to correspond to points.  Legs:  irregular bracelet bars of point color, the color being darkest on heels and the webbing of the toes.  Allowances to be made for fainter point markings in young cats, particularly in chocolate and lilac, and for body shading in mature cats.  Tail:  evenly barred in point color, tail tip ending in deepest point color.

BLUE LYNX
Stripes:  blue-gray.  Ears:  deep blue-gray, may have paler thumb marks.  Heels & tail tip:  dark blue-gray.  Body:  bluish-white to platinum gray, cold in tone.  Body shading may take the form of ghost striping.  Nose leather:  pink, outlined in blue.  Paw pads:  slate blue.

CHOCOLATE LYNX
Stripes:  warm cinnamon or milk chocolate.  Ears:  warm chocolate, may have paler thumb marks. Heels & tail tip:  deep warm chocolate.  Body:  ivory.
Body shading may take the form of ghost striping.  Nose leather:  pink outlined in chocolate.  Paw pads:  cinnamon pink.

CREAM LYNX
Stripes:  pale cream to apricot.  Ears:  pale cream, may have paler thumb marks.  Heels & tail tip:  cream to apricot.  Body:  ivory.  Body shading may take the form of ghost striping.  Nose leather & paw pads:  flesh to coral pink or mottled.

LILAC LYNX
Stripes:  frosty gray with pinkish tones.  Ears: frosty gray, may have paler thumb marks.  Heels & tail tip:  frosty gray.  Body:  glacial white.  Body shading may take the form of ghost striping.  Nose leather & paw pads:  lavender pink.

RED LYNX
Stripes:  deep orange-red.  Ears:  deep orange-red, may have paler thumb marks.  Heels & tail tip:  deep orange-red.  Body:  white.  Body shading may take the form of ghost striping. Nose leather:  pink outlined in red.  Paw pads:  pink.  Red is a slowly developing color, often requiring two (2) full years for full development of color intensity.

SEAL LYNX
Stripes:  dark seal brown or black.    Ears:  dark fawn to seal, shading to black at the tips, may have paler thumb marks.  Heels & tail tip:  dark seal brown to black.  Body:  cream or pale fawn.   Body shading may take the form of ghost striping. Nose leather:  pink outlined in seal.  Paw pads:  seal brown to black.

TORTIE POINT

Color patching is restricted to points and should be mottled with clear bright patches or red and/or cream.  It should not be brindled.  Both colors should appear in all points, particularly in the mask, and characteristic blaze is desirable.  Faint mottling is allowed in body color of older cats.  Nose leather and paw pads are to correspond to the corresponding basic point color of Siamese, but may have clear pink patching where point color mottling extends into the paw pads.


OBJECTIONS:  These apply to all tortie point colors:  tabby markings; colors brindled instead of patched; lack of two (2) colors on points.

BLUE TORTIE
Points:  blue-gray, uniformly mottled with cream; a blaze is desirable.  Body:  bluish-white to platinum gray, cold in tone, and shading to a lighter tone on the chest and stomach, and may be mottled in older cats.  Nose leather & paw pads:  blue or mottled.

CHOCOLATE  TORTIE
Points:  warm cinnamon, uniformly mottled with cream; a blaze is desirable.  Body:  ivory and may be mottled in older cats.  Nose leather & paw pads:  cinnamon or mottled.

LILAC TORTIE
Points:  a frosty gray, uniformly mottled with cream; a blaze is desirable.  Body:  glacial white, and may be mottled in older cats.  Nose leather & paw pads:  pink or mottled.

SEAL TORTIE
Points:  a deep seal brown, uniformly mottled with red and/or cream; a blaze is desirable.  Body:  pale fawn to cream, shading to a lighter color on chest and stomach, and may be mottled in older cats.  Nose leather & paw pads:  seal brown or mottled.

TORTIE LYNX POINT

The points are to be patched with red and/or cream over the tabby pattern.  The tail is usually mottled.


 The ears, nose leather, and paw pads are mottled.  The body should be the same color as if the cat were


 a seal, blue, chocolate or lilac lynx point.  The body shading may take the form of ghost striping, but


 agouti ticking is preferred.

BLUE TORTIE LYNX
Points:  deep blue-gray bars, distinct and separated by lighter background color.  Body:  bluish-white to platinum gray, cold in tone, and shading to a lighter tone on the chest and stomach.  Body shading may take the form of ghost striping and/or cream mottling.  Ears:  deep blue-gray with a  paler thumbprint in center.  Mottling of cream overlays the markings of the color.    Nose leather:  slate colored or pink outlined in slate; flesh or coral pink mottling may be present.   Paw pads: slate colored or slate mottled with flesh or coral pink.

CHOCOLATE  TORTIE
Points:  warm milk chocolate bars, distinct and separated by lighter background

LYNX
 color.   Body:  ivory.  Shading may take the form of ghost striping and/or cream mottling.  Ears:  warm milk chocolate with a paler thumbprint in center.  Mottling of red and/or cream overlays the markings of the points.   Nose leather:  may be cinnamon or pink edged in cinnamon; flesh or coral pink mottling may be present.  Paw pads:  cinnamon or cinnamon  mottled with flesh or coral pink.

LILAC TORTIE
Points:  a frosty gray with pinkish  tone bars, distinct and separated by lighter

LYNX
background color.  Body:  glacial white.  Shading may take the form of ghost striping and/or cream mottling.  Ears:  frosty gray with a pinkish tone, with a paler thumbprint in the center.  Mottling of cream overlays the markings of the points.   Nose leather:  may be lavender pink, or pink edged in lavender pink; flesh or coral pink mottling may be present.  Paw pads:  may be lavender pink, or lavender pink mottled with flesh or coral pink.

SEAL TORTIE
Points:  seal brown bars, distinct and separated by lighter background color.  

LYNX
Body:  an even cream or  pale fawn, shading gradually into a lighter color on the abdomen and chest.  Body shading may take the form of ghost striping and /or cream mottling.  Ears:  seal brown with a paler thumbprint in the center.  Mottling of red and/or cream overlays the markings of the points.  Nose leather:  seal brown, or pink edged in seal brown; flesh or coral pink mottling may be present.  Paw pads:  seal brown, or seal brown mottled with flesh or coral pink.
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
