PARTICOLORS

BLUE-CREAM 
Blue with patches of cream well-defined.  Undersides: lighter.  Tabby markings on legs and body are a fault.  Eye color:  deep orange or copper.  Nose leather and paw pads:  blue, cream to pink, or mottled in blue and cream to pink.

FAWN CREAM
Fawn with patches of cream, with preference to be given to clearly defined and well-broken patches.  Nose leather and paw pads:  mottled pink and light dusty rose.

LAVENDER-CREAM
Lavender with patches of solid cream.  Patches are clearly defined and well-broken 



On body and extremities.  Nose leather & paw pads:   lavender/pink or mottled.

CALICO
Three colors-black, red and cream- to be well distributed, clearly patched on a white ground.  There should be distinct, predominately white areas on chest, face, legs and paws.  The belly is all white, no other color permitted.   Some white on the face is desirable.  Eye color:  brilliant orange or deep copper.



Objections:  blending of colors; brindling, white hairs in colored patches; tabby markings;  black feet.

CHESTNUT CALICO
Three colors-chestnut, red and/or cream- to be well distributed, clearly patched on a white ground.  There should be distinct, predominately white areas on chest, face, legs and paws.  The belly is all white, no other color permitted.   Some white on the face is desirable.  Objections:  blending of colors; brindling, white hairs in colored patches; tabby markings.

DILUTE CALICO
Two colors- blue and cream- to be well distributed, clearly patched on a white ground. There should be distinct predominately white areas on chest, face, legs and paws. Belly all white, no other color permitted. Some white on the face is desirable. OBJECTIONS: Blending of colors, brindling: white hairs in colored patches, tabby markings and colored feet.
LAVENDER CALICO
Two colors- lavender and cream- to be well distributed, clearly patched on a white ground. There should be distinct, predominately white areas on chest, face, legs and paws. Belly all white, no other color permitted. Some white on face is desirable. OBJECTIONS: Blending of colors, brindling; white hairs in colored areas.

CHESTNUT TORTIE
Chestnut brown with unbrindled patches of red and cream. Patches clearly defined and well broken on both body and extremities. Blaze of red or cream on face is desirable. Nose leather and paw pads: mottled or cinnamon pink.

CINNAMON TORTIE
Cinnamon with patches of red and/or cream with preference to be given to clearly defined and well broken patches on body and extremities. A blaze is desirable. Nose leather and paw pads: mottled pink or pinkish tan.

TORTOISESHELL
Black with patches of red and cream, well defined. Undersides lighter. Tabby markings on legs and body are a fault. A blaze is desirable. Eye color: orange or copper. In Scottish Folds, gold eye color is acceptable where orange or copper is called for, but the deeper more brilliant shades are preferred. Nose leather and paw pads: black, red, cream, or any combination of these.

PARTICOLOR/WHITE
Any of the accepted particolors with white. White on one-third of the body is desirable with white legs, feet, throat and stomach. A blaze of white or white in the form of an inverted “V” on the face is desirable. Eye color: orange or copper. In Scottish Folds, gold eye color is acceptable where orange or copper is called for, but the deeper more brilliant shades are preferred. Nose leather and paw pads; as for pattern, pink, or a combination.
PATTERN DESCRIPTIONS

BI-COLOR
Limited to any solid color and white. Both colors are to be well-distributed, clearly marked and well-defined, and/or well-broken patches with white. Markings and/or patches are distinct and well-distributed, almost forming a pattern as though the patches or markings were painted on. Eye color: brilliant orange or copper. In Scottish Folds, gold is acceptable where orange or copper is called for, but the deeper more brilliant shades are preferred. Judges should take into consideration that the Bi-color pattern or markings can vary considerably and still fit the standard. OBJECTIONS: pale eye color and all color faults listed in the solid colors with the exception of white in colored areas, which is not a fault in the Bi-Color.            WITHHOLD WINS: white locket or white toes on any Persian cat. This is not a true Bi-color other than when a part of the natural pattern.

HARLEQUIN
White with any accepted color or pattern in the following distribution. This is a predominately white cat with color confined to the extremities: head, tail, and some patching allowed on the legs. One or  two spots, each not larger than three inches at the widest part, permitted on the body. Cats possessing more than two small body spots should be shown in the regular bi-color classes.        

TORBIE
Tabby cats of any accepted color tabby pattern who also have the red gene, and therefore tortie markings. These have the color distribution of the tortie of the given color pattern, and faint tabby markings of their particular tabby pattern, involving both colors. Split color on face is desirable. 

TORBIE AND WHITE
A Torbie as above with white on feet, legs, underside  and chest. Some white on the face is desirable. Spotting of one or both of the indicative colors with tabby on the flanks, legs or feet should not be considered an objection on an otherwise outstanding specimen. Markings should be symmetrical and pleasing to the eye. 

TABBIES
PATTERN DESCRIPTIONS

CLASSIC TABBY
Good contrast between the pale ground color and the deep heavy markings. Head barred with frown marks extending between the ears and down the neck to meet the “butterfly” on the shoulder, which divides the head lines from the spine line(s). These spinals, or broad back markings, consist of a distinct, wide dark center stripe with stripes of the ground color on either side and these in turn are bordered by a second dark stripe, making three dark stripes down the back. The cheeks are barred with lines starting from the outer corners of the eye, giving the effect of spectacles. These lines follow the contour of the cheek and curve toward the back of the head. Over each shoulder are circular swirls of the dark color, centered at the base of the skull by the spinal lines. The combination gives the effect of the butterfly marking. Along each side are swirls and markings that outline an oval patch of dark color, surrounded by a whorl of the light color, making a bull’s eye. Legs are evenly barred with the bracelets coming to meet the body markings. The tail is evenly barred and should always have a dark tip. Chest should have at least one unbroken necklace, preferably two. The underside of the body should have the characteristic “vest button” effect, or rows of dark spots in the color of the markings. These spots on Persians are only apparent when stomach fur is short; in full coat, these “vest buttons” will diffuse and will only be found when the stomach fur is combed down. The appearance when this is done is that of diffuse patches of the dark coloring intermingled with the pale ground color. Judges should take into consideration that the tabby pattern can vary widely and still fit the standard. Such variations as width of spinal lines, single or double butterfly, number of necklaces, complete circular markings or bull’s eyes, or number of rings on tail. The ideally marked tabby is symmetrical.                                                                             OBJECTIONS: white spots, blurred or indistinct markings, light tip on end of tail, ticking in the dark markings. 

MACKEREL TABBY
Must conform to the same specification as for the respective colors of the Classic Tabby pattern. The color pattern differs in the design of the markings. Instead of swirls or circles, the mackerel tabby usually has one spinal line and vertical bands of the marking color on the sides. Frown marks, bracelets, necklaces, and tail rings are the same, but the “butterfly” is often delineated by thin lines instead of solid coloring. The mackerel tabby can have three distinct spinal lines, but they are very narrow and usually melt into what looks like one wide stripe. Good contrast must exist between the ground color and pattern.                                                   OBJECTIONS: broken side lines or side lines composed of rows of dots; brindling in ground color.

PATCHED TABBY
Tabby cats of any accepted color or pattern who are also carrying the red gene. The tabby is very distinct, with patching of red and/or cream.  The color proportion of red and cream patching on the blue, brown and silver tabby can vary. In many instances, the patching of red and cream may be equal to the ground colors, or may even be totally reversed. The tabby markings themselves must be in the ground color. 
SPOTTED TABBY
Markings on the body to be spotted. May vary in size and shape, with preference given to round, evenly distributed spots. Spots should not run together in a broken mackerel pattern. A dorsal stripe runs the length of the body to the tip of the tail. The stripe is ideally composed of spots. The markings of the face and forehead shall be typically tabby markings; underside of the body to have “vest buttons”. Legs and tail are barred. Nose leather is pink rimmed with marking color.

TICKED TABBY
Body hairs to be ticked with various shades of marking color and ground color with outer tipping the darkest, and the undercoat of ground color. Body to be free from noticeable spots, stripes or blotches. Undersides and forelegs to be a tint to harmonize with the marking color. Tail, legs and face will have penciling. Necklace tracing. 

TABBY & WHITE
Color as defined for the corresponding tabby pattern with or without white on the face. There must be white on bib, bell and all four paws. White on one-third of the body is desirable. Nose leather is for tabby color, pink, or slight mottling. Paw pads are pink with slight mottling allowed.
BLUE TABBY
Ground color: icy blue-white, fawn overtones permitted, with dense darker blue markings. Nose leather: mauve with darker outline. Paw pads: somewhat darker than nose leather. Eye color: orange or deep copper. In Scottish Folds, gold eye color is acceptable where orange or copper is called for, but the deeper more brilliant shades are preferred.                                                                     OBJECTIONS: cream spots, white chin. WITHHOLD WINS: White spot.

BLUE PATCHED TABBY Cat at a glance appears to be a Blue Tabby. Closer look reveals areas of red and cream patching on face, body and legs. Extremely pale coloring on belly and throat not to be confused with lockets. A blaze of cream on the face is desirable. Fawn overtones allowed. Eye color: brilliant orange to copper. In Scottish Folds, gold eye color is acceptable where orange or copper is called for, but the deeper more brilliant shades are preferred.    Nose leather and paw pads: mauve, pink, cream or mottled. One or more toes on each foot tipped with cream desirable.

BROWN TABBY
Ground color rich, tawny brown, with dense, clearly defined black markings. Eye color: orange or copper.  In Scottish Folds, gold eye color is acceptable where orange or copper is called for, but the deeper more brilliant shades are preferred.  Nose leather: brick preferred, outlined with black or brown. Paw pads, brown to black. 










OBJECTIONS: white chin area; silver tinge to ground color.

BROWN PATCHED TABBY 
Cat at a glance appears to be a Brown Tabby. Closer look reveals areas of red and cream patching on face, body, legs and tail. Due to extremely pale coloring on belly and throat not to be confused with lockets. A blaze of cream on the face is desirable. Fawn overtones allowed. Eye color: brilliant orange to copper. In Scottish Folds, gold eye color is acceptable where orange or copper is called for, but the deeper more brilliant shades are preferred.  Nose leather & Paw pads; mauve, pink, cream or mottled. One or more toes on each foot tipped with cream desirable.    
CAMEO TABBY
Ground color of very pale ivory with well-defined red or deep beige markings. Eye color: orange or copper.  . In Scottish Folds, gold eye color is acceptable where orange or copper is called for, but the deeper more brilliant shades are preferred.  Nose leather & paw pads: pink.

CHESTNUT TABBY
Rich chestnut markings on an oatmeal background. Nose leather & paw pads: cinnamon.

CINNAMON TABBY
Rich, warm cinnamon markings on an ivory cream background. .Nose leather & paw pads: pinkish tan. 


CREAM TABBY
Ground color pale cream with dense dark cream markings. Eye color: orange or copper.  In Scottish Folds, gold eye color is acceptable where orange or copper is called for, but the deeper more brilliant shades are preferred.  Nose leather & paw pads: pink. 


OBJECTIONS: reddish tinge, white chin area, blue spots.

EBONY TABBY
Dense black (Brown Tabby) markings on a rich tan/brown ground color. Nose leather: brick red preferred, outlined with black or brown. Paw pads: black or brown, matching nose outline. 

FAWN TABBY
Fawn markings on a pale beige background. Nose leather & paw pads: dusty rose.

GOLDEN TABBY    
Cinnamon gold, apricot-toned, or light beige (variations in-between acceptable), with a good contrast between ground color and heavy seal brown or black markings. Muzzle, chin and ruff should shade from white to cream, with the chest and belly a warm cream or beige. The majority of the tail to be seal brown or black. Eye color: green or blue-green; gold color acceptable in the Scottish Folds, but green shades preferred. Nose leather: deep rose. Paw pads: seal brown or black.  
RED TABBY
Ground color red with dense darker red markings. Eye color: orange or copper.  In Scottish Folds, gold eye color is acceptable where orange or copper is called for, but the deeper more brilliant shades are preferred. Nose leather & paw pads: pink.

SILVER TABBY
Ground color to be a  pale, clear silver, with broad, dense black markings. Rims of eyes, nose, and lips to be outlined in black. Nose leather; center of nose to be brick red outlined in black. Paw pads; black or charcoal. Eye color: green. In Scottish Folds, gold is acceptable, but green shades are preferred.

SILVER PATCHED TABBY
Cat at a glance appears to be a silver tabby. A closer look reveals areas of red and/or cream patching on face, body, and legs. Patches of red or black permissible over the shoulder or on top of head, where hair is shorter. Blaze of red, cream or both desirable on face. Eye color; hazel or copper, gold allowed in the Scottish Folds. Nose leather; brick center outlined with black. Paw pads; black, red, cream, or mottled.

BLUE SILVER TABBY
Ground color, including lips and chin, a pale clear bluish-silver. Markings: sound blue. Nose leather: blue or rose rimmed with blue. Paw pads: blue.

CHESTNUT SILVER TABBY
Ground color, including lips and chin, a snowy silver. Markings: rich chestnut. Nose leather: cinnamon or pink rimmed with chestnut. Paw pads: cinnamon.

CINNAMON SILVER TABBY
  Ground color, including lips and chin, a pale glistening silver. Markings: dense cinnamon. Nose leather: cinnamon or pink rimmed with cinnamon. Paw pads; cinnamon. 
LAVENDER SILVER TABBY
  Ground color, including lips and chin, a cold clear silver. Markings: sound lavender. Nose leather: lavender pink or pink rimmed with lavender. Paw pads: pink.                                                                                                                                                                                                                    
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
